Arsht Center for the Performing Arts (ACPA) or (b) have their own 
table at ACPA. Choruses choosing to have their own booth at the 
Expo and table at ACPA must provide their own staff and acquire 
their own State of Florida Special Event Sales Tax License. The 
cost for this option is $750. Spaces are limited and reservations will 
be on a first come, first served basis.  The second option is to 
consign your merchandise to the GALA store at ACPA for the entire 
week. GALA Choruses personnel will staff the store and handle the 
Florida sales tax license. The consignment fee is a flat
